        Written Exam.  

  

4.      Apply for SD EMT Certification through the SD State EMS Office. 

  

        NOTE:  If you plan to work outside of South Dakota, you will be required to apply for certification or 
         licensure within that state. Each state has different requirements for this process.   

  

5.      To maintain the EMT credential, a recertification process is required with the NREMT every 2  
         years by obtaining continuing education credits and maintaining CPR certification.
